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Abstract : Socialism, before passing one hundred years become shy in the
USSR (present CIS). In China also reforms measures have been accepted.
But in Asia, Africa and in Latin America that means in the third world
countries Socialism still have not been introduced though one of the state
principles is ‘Social and Economic Justice'. In all of our foreign agreements
for loans condition is given that we must buy from the capitalist countries.
So Socialism, not only in Bangladesh, but also in non-aligned group is being
disturbed by the new imperialists-the developed donor countries. Karl Marx
wrote to save capitalism by stopping exploitation to the labouring class. But
the labouring class (both mental & physical) in the third world countries and
in non-aligned group still could not test the touch of Socialism. Donors do
not give Nobel Prize to socialist uncompromising writers, donors do not give
World Bank Aid and IMP Aid to fill up import-export gap by commodity aid
to Socialist countries for their system of production, banking and interna-
tional trade and costing (not following the theory of international trade such
as-comparative cost etc.) So for donation and cooperation of donors we are
to fulfill the condition of aid and donation for increasing our growth rate by
foreign aid which fills up our gap between internal saving and investment.
Though there is possibility of Socialism in the third world countries in future
but still our economy is poor, private enterprises are losing and not
profitable. So they are to be nursed at present in different ways to be grown
up. And at a stage when they will be group up we may take a step for
Socialism and after a period we may take a new start by merging the property
of the rich and the poor together. So, we shall then take up the New Economic
Policy i.e. denationalization like Russia and China.
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
